This statement must explicitly indicate how your research interests relate to the field of hearing, balance and chemical senses. This statement should also briefly summarize previous research done in graduate school and during undergraduate training.
· [bookmark: _Hlk144194744]Research Training Plan (F32-style proposal: Specific Aims page followed by 2-page research plan; 3 pages total, excluding references). Concisely describe the planned research project, including the following items:
· Specific Aims (1 page): an overview of the intended goals of the project, including the scientific rationale and the hypotheses to be tested.
· Research Strategy (2 pages): Briefly describe the Significance, Innovation, and Approach for the proposed project, as in an F31-style proposal. Include preliminary data as appropriate, taking care to distinguish your contributions from those of others.
· Career Mentoring/Training Plan (1 page limit): Include a plan that the mentor and applicant have developed together to augment HBCS activities and that promotes the success of the applicant in achieving the overall goals of the HBCS program. Include in the plan specific items, for example, academic classes, seminars and workshops to be attended by the applicant at U-M and elsewhere, and opportunities for interaction of the applicant with other scientists, such as attendance at national and international meetings. When relevant, also include specific collaborators or proposed co-mentors and their direct involvement in the training and mentorship of the applicant.
· Graduate or medical school transcript indicating receipt of PhD or MD degree.


Three letters of support are required. Please have your letter writers send letters directly to KHRI.HBCS.Apply@umich.edu.

· Mentor’s Letter of Support: The letter of support from the mentor(s) should outline the qualifications of the applicant for a research career in hearing, balance, and chemical senses. The mentor should also specify the source of funds for support of the research training (supplies, equipment, etc.), a specific rationale for the request of training grant support and a brief plan for support of the remainder of the applicant’s training.
· Two additional letters of support: Please ask two additional recommenders (e.g., past or current mentors who are not the primary mentor) to send letters of support.
